Portfolio of Key Theories in Learning

The following components must be included in your portfolio.  Each component is worth 10 points for a total of 60 points.

1.) Pavlov’s Classical Conditioning

2.) Watson’s Little Albert Experiment

3.) Principles of Operant Conditioning

4.) Schedules of Reinforcement

5.) Reinforcement and Punishment

6.) Observational Learning

For each category above, you are expected to design portfolio entries that concisely illustrate key theories, concepts, vocabulary, and major theorists.  These entries must be visually appealing and must be detailed in their summaries.

Copying or scanning visuals from the text or the Internet is not allowed.  Clip art is acceptable.  You can use magazines or draw your own pictures.  Create graphic organizers or charts.  Use your imagination!

Consider this as your guide:  Will what you have included as the summary be enough for you to remember the details of the study or theory?  Does making the visual help you organize the information in our “brain files?”  Writing one or two sentences is NOT enough; an entire page of summary is more than necessary.  Capture the essence and use the visuals and/or graphics to portray and/or cement information.
