Introduction:  Hook - grabs the reader's attention


Discussion – talk about the topic in general terms.  (name author, title)


Thesis Statement:  What you are going to prove


("This" is true because of  "this,"  "this," and "this.")





Body Paragraph #1 - Prove point #1.





Using examples, explain in detail why or how point #1 is true.





Be sure you include a topic sentence and supporting sentences.





Write a transition sentence that combines the ideas from this paragraph and the next.





Body Paragraph #2 - Prove point #2.





Like Body Paragraph #1, use examples to explain in detail why or how point #2 is true.





Again, pay attention to topic sentences and supporting sentences.





Body Paragraph #3 - Prove point #3.





Apply the guidelines to Body Paragraph's 1&2 to point # 3.





Conclusion:  Summarize your findings.  Re-state your thesis in different words.  The Intro and Concl are "book ends," and should "reflect" each other like a mirror.


(Note:  NEVER write "In conclusion," as it is redundant.)
